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As one of the ways to overcome many negative phenomena that have appeared during
the development of capitalism in Western countries, Korea enacted the Basic Act on
Cooperatives on December 1, 2012, and newly recognized two types of corporate forms:
cooperatives and social cooperatives. They are organized as legal entities, but the
relationship between their members is cooperative. Their organizational structure and
business execution are similar to a corporation, especially a joint-stock company under
the Companies Act. The regulations on limited liability companies govern their legal
structure. However, in essence, a cooperative is an organization that should contribute
to the mutual benefit of its members and the community, so unlike a company under
commercial law, its organization and operation have various and ambiguous aspects, so
it is necessary to understand the current explosion of cooperatives through research and
learning.
